SERMON NOTES
“SPIRITUAL WARFARE”
Nehemiah 6:1 — 7:4

1. The Gospel Overcomes DISTRACTIONS (vs 1-4)

(They) sent to me, saying, Come and let us meet together.
Why should the work stop while I leave it and come down to you?

2. The Gospel Overcomes RUMORS (vs 5-9)

No such things as you say bave been done,
Jor you are inventing them out of your own mind.

3. The Gospel Overcomes INTIMIDATION (vs 10-14)
