Why LOPC Should Plant Churches (part 1)
by Omar Ortiz

The following is part 1 of 2 of an essay | have written on why we should endeavor to plant churches. This portioragf the ess
will focus on both historical and Scriptural appeals floe importance of church planting to our ministry. The second part will
address why this is important for the future of LOPC.

As we being the process of thinking about the future of LOPC it is important for us to determine the core
values that will gude everything that we do. This paper will seek to address the importance of church
planting as a core value for the church.

An Appeal to History

Without church planting Lake Osborne Presbyterian Church would not exist. In 1956 a group of people
from Menorial Presbyterian Church felt called to the task of church planting. Less than a year later 36
members of Memorial Presbyterian Church transferred their membership to join what became Lake
Osborne Presbyterian Church (LOPC)Their vision was to start aew church in Lake Worth. This
required people to take on this mission and leave behind friends and the comfort of their church home anc
to venture out into the unknown of beginning a new church. The Lord blessed their efforts and over 50
years later Lise Osborne continues to exist.

But this is not where our churchdés history with
9 church plants in Palm Beach County, Central Florida, and Ecuador. This aggressive stance toward the
development of ew congregations brought great health and vitality to LOPC as well as the body of Christ
in Palm Beach County, Central Florida, and Ecuador. This zeal for church planting resulted in the
congregation experiencing the healthiest and most vibrant yeassmoinistry?> New leaders were being
developed, members of the congregation saw themselves as willing participants in the venture of church
planting, and a willingness existed for people to be pushed out of their comfortzones.

One example of thelongdat i ng ef fect of <church planting can
Kingdom. One church planter that started a daughter chénmi LOPC in the Palm Beach Gardens

area was a man who came to faith at LOPC. He subsequently went to seminangdréd LOPC for
ministry and was sent out with a group of families to begin a new work. This man has gone on to pastor 3
other churches and mentor several men the same way he was manihed.this example shows us is

the long term benefit for thergdom that church planting brings.

Church planting brings a raised interest in evangelism. Church planting requires leadership development
as men and women are preparing to go out to help in church planting efforts, or as they fill in the slots
when peop# leave to go help plant churches. Church planting brings excitement to a congregation.

The bottom line here is that when LOPC was planting churches it was experiencing vitality and health.
This should not surprise us given what church planting expeitsis about the positive impact that
church planting has on a congregation:

The vigorous, continual planting of new congregations is the single most crucial strategy for 1)
the numerical growth of the Body of Christ in any city, and 2) the continuabkaigrenewal and
revival of the existing churches in a city. Nothing élseot crusades, outreach programs, para
church ministries, growing megdurches, congregational consulting, nor church renewal
processes will have the consistent impact of dynaméxtensive church plantirfg.

An Argument from Scripture ’

While it is, on one level, important for us to look at history, especially our own, it is far more important

for us to look to Scripture. Does the Bible have anything to say about churchgahie answer is yes.
[Church Planting] is the biblical means for spreading the Gospel. God loves the church and has
ordained her to be the agent of redemption in the world. From the beginning of the established
church, missionaries have started new cogaiens from which to share the Gospel to a
desperate and hurting wofid.

InJ esus 6 weeseectHat the ghurch is of vital importance. When Peter declares that Jesus is the
Messiah we see Jesus state that he is going to build his church (Mat). 16tXBe great commission
Jesus tells his disciples:

All authority in heaven and on earth has been given to me. Go therefore and make disciples of all
nations, baptizing them the name of the Father and of the Son and of the Holy Spirit, teaching
them to observe all that | have commanded yblat(28:1820)

To be baptized means that you are being incorporated into a church. This is what we see in Acts 2. Pete
and the apostles preached the gospel (-2(87People heard the good news, believediwere baptized

(2:41). And these new converts devoted themselves to worship, discipleship, mercy ministry, prayer, and
fellowship (2:4245). In other words, they devoted themselves to the church. As a result of this vibrant

In thebook of Actswe see how church planting was the vehicle that the Spirit used to grow the church.
Acts 9 tells us that there was a season shortly after the convefdRaulowhere there was peace and
growth:
So the church throughout all Judea and Galilee and Samaria had peace and was being built up
And walking in the fear of the Lord and in the comfort of the Holy Sptritnultiplied. (9:31,
emphasis mine)

What isperhaps most striking about this verse is the correlation given between the blessing of the God
(i .e. the peace it was enjoying) and the growth
The strategy thaPaul, Barnabas, and those who traveled with them wasfdWdo 1.) to build up the

church (Acts 11:2826; 14:2122; 16:5) and 2.) to start new churches. In fact John Stott in his commentary
on Acts tells us that within a 10 year span Paul established churches in four provinces of the Roman
Empire where no churcéxisted previously: Galatia, Macedonia, Achaia, and Asia. In fact much of the
strengthening and building up of churches that Paul did was to churches that he had started. Stott write:
that from the beginning of his ministry Paul left churches behind®him.

Each missionary tries to gather their suppartrfrvarious churches throughout the country. One man said

he has 39 churches, which is a very large and unusual number. Imagine visiting that many churches ir
sever al states every time you have a fAvaeemygi onc
their relationships and support. Rates of money exchange vary, and the cost of living changes anc
surprises occur at every corner. They must have a lot of faith that we will keep our promise.
