HOME BIBLE STUDY GUIDE

Jesus the Evangelist No. 3 – John 1:29-34

“Behold, the Lamb!”

Learning to share the Gospel from the book of John

1.  Review: Who was John the Baptist?  `What was the theme of his ministry?  His message?  What was his role in the coming of Christ?

2.  John the Baptist seized the baptism of Jesus as an opportunity to witness.  What opportunities did God give you this week that you failed to seize?

3.  What keeps people from seizing those opportunities?  What could you do to be more prepared to seize those opportunities when God presents them before you?

4.  What would people have understood when they heard John call Jesus “The Lamb of God” on that occasion?  What Old Testament passages / images would they have thought of?

5.  How did John clarify what the purpose was for the Lamb’s coming into the world?  How does this compare with what many have wrongly described as Jesus’ mission?

6.  What does this teach us about the importance of the content of our witnessing?  What are some of the dangers of inadequate or inaccurate content?

7.  Did John mean that Jesus took away the sins of every individual in “the world?”  If not, how doe we understand that phrase which seems to teach “universalism?”

8.  What was the difference between John’s baptism and the Holy Spirit’s baptism (which Jesus was to bring)?  What is the Holy Spirit’s baptism, and what does it accomplish?

9.  What is the relationship between trusting in the “person” of Jesus, and trusting in the “work” of Jesus?  Why do both need to be there, and why do both need to be “right?”

10.  Where do you think you could bear this kind of witness during the coming week?
