Jesus the Evangelist No. 9 – John 4:1-10

“JESUS THE EVANGELIST”

Learning to share the Gospel from the book of John

1.  This third part of our study takes us from the message of evangelism to the methods of evangelizing.  By way of review, summarize the essentials of the message.

2.  Compare and contrast Nicodemus (ch. 3) and the woman at the well (ch. 4).  How does this show that the Gospel is for everyone?

3.  Why does verse 4 say Jesus “had to” pass through Samaria?  Was this the only way from Judea to Galilee?  Was it the best way?  Would Jews have usually gone through Samaria?

4.  The first of four principles in Jesus’ evangelism is “caring” for the lost.  How did Jesus’ demonstrate that attitude toward her?

5.  What factors keep us from caring for the lost around us?  (Hint: selfishness, busy-ness, etc.)  How can we overcome those?

6. The second of four principles in Jesus’ evangelism is “crossing boundaries” to reach the lost.  What social boundaries did Jesus’ cross to reach this woman?

7.  What boundaries keep us from crossing over to meet the unchurched?  What’s wrong with waiting for them to come to us (and to our churches)?

8. The third of four principles in Jesus’ evangelism is “connecting” with the lost.  How did Jesus move from mere contact with her to actual connection with her?

9.  How do we wall ourselves off from unchurched people?  How could we connect with them so as to open a door for real conversation about the Gospel?

10.  The fourth of four principles in Jesus’ evangelism is “communicating good news” to the lost.  How did Jesus’ use the immediate context of seeking a drink as a means of sharing the Gospel?
