HOME BIBLE STUDY GUIDE 
Jesus the Evangelist No. 13 – John 4:27-42 
“THE SAVIOR OF THE WORLD” 
Learning to share the Gospel from the book of John 
1. This final study focuses on the theme of being a “witness,” and what lessons we can learn about being a witness. Based on our previous studies, what do you now understand the Bible to mean by this word? 
2. The first lesson about being a witness is that our witnessing is “proof of new birth.” Why was this woman no longer ashamed to acknowledge the sinfulness of her former lifestyle? How does your witnessing show you are more focused on the present (Jesus) than the past (your sins)? 
3. The second lesson about being a witness is that our witnessing was “thrilling for Jesus.” How did Jesus lack of interest in food show that her witnessing was more satisfying to Him? What does this suggest about His attitude toward your witnessing?
4. If Jesus joy over our witnessing is so great, what do you find in your life that is more “thrilling” than that in your eyes? Why don’t we have the kind of joy about witnessing that He does?
5. The third lesson about being a witness is that our witnessing should be “encouraged by the success of others’ witnessing.” In what ways does a fear of failure keep you from witnessing? How should the fact that people DO respond to witnessing encourage you? 
6. Jesus said the fields are “white for harvest” (vs. 35). How unlikely was it that a Samaritan woman would respond? How likely (humanly speaking) is that someone in our culture would respond? Why shouldn’t that hinder us? 
7. Jesus said there is great reward in witnessing (vs. 36). What rewards was Jesus referring to when He made that statement? 
8. Jesus said we can reap where others have sown (vss. 37-38). In what ways can you reap today where others have sown before you? In what ways can you sow today so that others will reap later? 

9. What was the result of the woman’s witnessing back in her community? What human factors contributed to this amazing result? What divine factors were the ultimate reason? What does that teach you about your witnessing today?
10. What do you believe God wants to change in your life as a result of what we have studied over the last few months from these early chapters of John’s Gospel?
